OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft and Lomonosov Moscow State University announce a joint project – opening the department ‘MSU Graduate School of Innovative Business Administration’ (a corporate university).

Moscow. Today during inauguration of a joint project of OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft and Lomonosov MSU – the department ‘MSU Graduate School of Innovative Business Administration’ (a corporate university) – a ceremony of handing out student identification cards to the first candidates for a master's degree took place at the Main building of Moscow State University. The rector of MSU Victor Sadovnichii and President of OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft Mikhail Gutseriev assisted the solemn ceremony.

The oil and gas company and the university have agreed to establish a new department earlier this spring. The key target of the project is to contribute to education development, provide assistance to highly promising students, eager to start their professional life at E & P and the RussNeft holding.

As the project has been performed M. V. Lomonosov MSU selected teaching staff, the dean and staff for the department. Oil and Gas Company RussNeft for its part was engaged in material and technical base formation of the department, including the equipment of the department with modern research and training facilities, publishing methodological materials, and financial assistance to students (grants) as well. Moreover, the company participated in developing curriculums and syllabuses. Training of the first selection specialists – 20 persons – will take 2 years and be divided into 3 master programmes.

Note:

Master programmes of MSU Graduate School of Innovative Business Administration have been developed by experts of Moscow State University and Oil and Gas Company RussNeft in the context of relevant targets of oil corporations and in particular those of OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft. Innovative educational programmes are aimed at making use of applications and science experience accumulated by Moscow University, realizing its academic and educational potential and academic science opportunities.

Furthermore, conceptually new multi-diciplinary innovative programmes are being developed and introduced to the process of education.

Graduate School of Innovative Business Administration has tree master programmes:

‘Oil and gas fields geologic-geophysical studies’ (Master of Geology)

It trains future oil and gas industry workers in the field of high technologies of geological studies, production and development modeling, advanced academic methods of seismic survey, well log surveys and pressure transient tests, oil recovery factor improvement, etc.

‘Hydrocarbon process’ (Master of Chemistry),

It trains future experts in the fields of development, design, adjustment, exploitation, and upgrading of oil refining processes, systems approach to analysis and development of processing routs, homogenous-heterogeneous catalysis, kinetic analysis of chemical reactions, modern instrumental methods of defining chemical composition and fluid content of the systems under study.

‘Natural resources management’ (Master of Management)

It trains future experts in the field of strategic management, land law, environmental quality management and standardizing, recourse facilities licensing, innovative subsoil use, as well as state management and natural resources efficient management on various structural levels according to the requirements of the international community, practical recommendations and theoretical plans of a range of international organizations (UN, UNESCO, FAO and others).

NK RussNeft OAO is a vertically integrated oil holding company found among the ten first-rate oil and gas companies of this country.

RussNeft structures 30 producing enterprises, including 3 oil refineries and 1 transport companies, an up-to-date retail network of 300 gas-filling stations. The entities of the company are located in 17 regions of Russia and CIS.

Lomonosov Moscow State University is one of the oldest Russian universities. Moscow University was set up in 1755. In 1940 at the celebration of the 185 anniversary it was named after Academician Mikhail V. Lomonosov (1711 - 1765), an outstanding Russian scientist, who greatly contributed to the establishment of the university in Moscow.

The university prepares students according to 27 fields of knowledge and 57 academic specializations, Ph. Ds and Doctors on 168 academic specializations. Over 40 thousand students, candidates, Ph. D students and postgraduates study at MSU at the moment. Moreover, around 10 thousand pupils study at branch schools of MSU. The scientific work and teaching are carried out at museums, academic and scientific practice points, expeditions, at academic and research vessels, at centers for professional advancement. 

MSU comprises 29 departments, 15 research institutions, 4 museums, over 350 cathedras, and Academic Park, Botanic Garden, a research library with 9 mln volumes, a publishing house, a printing house, a cultural centre, a boarding school, where study around 300 gifted children from all Russian regions.

A range of new programmes have been performed recently by the university. 9 new departments have been opened; 47 cathedras and 22 research laboratories have been established during last five years; over 200 new curriculums and syllabuses have been introduced, research according 30 new multi-disciplinary programmes has been launched; a high-duty computer cluster has been created, the first one according to the capacity at Russian institutions of higher education.
