OAO NK “RussNeft” and Moscow State University named after M.V.Lomonosov announce about resumption of a joint educational project
Moscow. Today   OAO Nk “RussNeft” and the Moscow State University named after M.V.Lomonosov resumed implementation of the joint project – foundation and development of the  Faculty “Graduate school of innovative business at the MSU” (Corporate University). At the ceremony of opening of the Faculty which featured presentation of student membership cards to the undergraduates  of the school there were present the Rector of the MSU academician Victor Sadovnichiy and the President of OAO NK “RussNeft” Mikhail Gutseriev. 
The oil and gas  company and the MSU named after M.V.Lomonosov agreed about resumption of the joint project in summer 2010. The main objective of the project is to assist development of education, support of prospective students wishing to take start their business career in the fuel and energy complex and the holding “RussNeft”. Training of the specialists enlisted in 2010 will last for 2 years under three Master’s Degree programs. 
In the course of implementation of the program the MSU named after M.V.Lomonosov recruited higher-education teaching personnel, assisted to devise special teaching programs at the Faculty. NK “RussNeft”, on its side, assisted to form up the material and technical base of the Faculty, i.e.  to provide  modern scientifc-research and training equipment, to aqcuire up-to-date software, to issue courseware. 

Master’s Degree programs of Graduate school of innovative  business at the MSU were devised by specialists of the MSU and NK “RussNeft”   with consideration of actual tasks facing oil corporations and, in particular, OAO NK “RussNeft”. Innovative educational programs are focused on utilization of the accumulated experience of fundamental and applied  researches of the MSU, its scientific and educational potential and the potentialities of academic science. Besides, the specialists are devising conceptually new, interdisciplinary innovative programs.

OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft is a vertically integrated oil holding numbered among top ten oil and gas enterprises of the country.

MSU named after V.V.Lomonosov is rightfully considered the oldest Russian university. It was founded in 1755. Foundation of a university in Moscow became possible thanks to the activity of the outstanding all-round scientist Mikhail Vassilievich Lomonosov (1711-1765) in 1940, at the days of celebration of its 185th jubilee the University was named after M.V.Lomonosov. 
MSU named after M.V.Lomonosov is the largest classic university of the Russian Federation, an extremely valuable object of the cultural heritage of the peoples of Russia, 
Teaching of students is conducted at 39 depatments in 128 trends and specailties, post-graduates and doctoral candidates study at 28 Facultys under 18 branches of sciens and 168 scientific specialties, which cover almost the whole spectrum of modern university education. At present at MSU are studying 40 thousand students, post-graduates and doctorate candidates, as well as specialists at upgrading courses. About 10 thousand of schoolchildren study at schools for the young and at preparatory courses at the MSU. 
The structure of the MSU includes 39 faculties, 15 scentific and research institutes, 4 museums, more than 350 chairs, Scientific Park, Botanic Garden, Scentific Library counting 9 million books, a publishing house, a print shop, a cultural center, a boarding school where 300 talented children from allthe parts of Russia are studying.
