OAO NK “Russneft” and the Government of  Томsk Region signed a Cooperation Agreement.

Tomsk. Today OAO NK “Russneft” and the Government of Tomsk region signed the Agreement on Mutual Cooperation. The document covers the key prospects of cooperation of the oil and gas holding and the region for a three-year period. The Agreement was signed by the President of OAO NK “Russneft” Oleg Gordeev and the Governor of Tomsk region Victor Kress.

 The Agreement is aimed at extending mutually advantageous cooperation, resolution of questions of social and economic development of the region, improvement of the investment climate and stable development of the economy of the territory, support and the development of its scientific and technical potential.

        Under the signed Agreement, OAO NK “Russneft” in 2010 will provide oil production at the territory of Tomsk region in amount not less than 300 thousand tons, which exceeds the last year’s index by 40%. The company plans to concentrate on the implementation of one of the major projects in the region – the development of Stolbovoye oilfield with recoverable resources 12.2 mln. tons of oil. 
Thus, it is planned to the raise oil production output at this license area four times as compared with 2009; to drill 11 new wells. In the near three years OAO NK “Russneft” is going to bring Stolbovoye oilfield to the maximal level of commercial production and try to bring the annual production output to 1 million tons. 

The volume of investment program for 2010 amounts to 550 mln. rub., that 3 times  exceeds the last year’s analogues figures. The development of capital investments will be connected with the development and construction of engineering and production infrastructure of the company’s Tomsk oilfields.

Besides, “Russneft” will continue the implementation of significant charity projects and social programs in Tomsk region. In 2010 7.4 million rubles will be assigned for that purpose. 

   Oleg Gordeev, NK “Russneft” President, noted that the partnership of the holding and the Tomsk Region Government is based on the principles of mutually advantageous cooperation and is directed to the effective solution of social and economic tasks of the region. 
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OAO Oil and Gas Company RussNeft is a vertically integrated oil holding numbered among top ten oil and gas enterprises of the country. 

RussNeft’s structure encompasses 21  producing plants, 2 refineries, a modern distribution  network of gas filling stations in Orenburg Region (96 filling complexes). The company’s plants are located in 14 regions of Russia and the CIS. 

Business geography of RussNeft covers Khanty-Mansi Autonomous District, Yamalo-Nenets Autonomous District, , Tomsk, Ulyanovsk, Penza, Volgograd, Briansk, , Saratov, Kirov, Orenburg regions, Krasnodar Territory, the Republics of Udmurtia  and Belarus. The head office of the company is in Moscow. 

Net effective pay of RussNeft exceeds 600 million tons. Annual production volume in 2009 reached the level of 12.7 million tons. Annual throughput of the refineries amounts to 7.5 million tons. The total volume of retailing of oil products through the own distribution network of “RussNeft” amounted in 2009 to 580 thousand tons.

Personnel of the Company numbers to more than 20 thousand employees.
